Jesus Appears to Thomas - Family Activities

John 20:19-31

Feel bags— In a story where the real action is all to do with touch feel bags are a great activity to lead
into a discussion of how we use our senses to prove / verify what is real. Fill some small non-transparent
bags with various objects and have the kids identify the contents through touch alone.

Doubt It Game - Printable sign in color or black and white that you could color yourself. One side has
“Doubting Thomas” and the other says “I Doubt It.” Test each other with some unusual facts and see if
people believe it.

No Doubt — Bookmark

* Make a copy of one of the No Doubt! Bookmark Activity Sheets for each child. (Template is the last
page of this pdf) e Also cut a 6 inch piece of yarn for each child. (optional) e Color the letters in the
words: “Jesus is Alive!” and “No Doubt!” § These words will be on opposite sides of the bookmark when
you are finished e Using scissors cut out carefully around the entire bookmark. § (BUT... Do NOT cut
down the center line between the two sides!)  Fold on the center line. ¢ If you like, make a loop of yarn
and tape both ends on the back of one of the sides ¢ Put glue on the back of one of the sides and press
the two sides together. § OR tape the two sides together by taping the edges or using two-sided tape *
Now you have a bookmark... No Doubt!
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
